TAVERNS
Mona Orthober has researched the history of two prominent taverns in 
the township of Jacksonport one of them being Bley's Bar in West 
Jacksonport.  Built by Nicholas Bley in 1905 this bar is still owned by his 
granddaughter Ruth Anschutz.

Sometime in the early 40s Art Sorenson, who was from Chicago, bought 
the tavern (now known as Mike's Port Pub) from Murphy Moore.  Art's 
slogan for his tavern was "Arts Inn So Is Esther."

June 25
A HISTORY OF KANGAROO LAKE 
Patricia Lewis Williamson, Ph.D. has written a book on the history of 
Kangaroo Lake which is brimming from cover to cover with very 
interesting stories and pictures from the residents on the lake 
reminiscent of times past.  Patricia tells us how A History of Kangaroo 
Lake came to be:
We bought our cottage on Kangaroo Lake in 1992.  When our neighbor, 
Will Anschutz, heard that I'd spent nearly 30 years in the public relations 
field and as a free-lance writer, he suggested that I undertake a history of 
Kangaroo Lake.  I had recently retired from a full-time job, and wasn't 
eager to tackle another major project.  But Will was persistent.  By the 
next summer, he'd prepared a detailed list of "old-timers" to interview 
and things to ask them about.

Mostly because I didn't want to disappoint Will, I agreed to talk with his 
father-in-law, Jim Finley, then 90 years old.  By the end of that first 
interview, I was hooked.  During the summers of 1995 and 1996, as I 
continued to listen to the memories of Jim and his twin sisters, Mary and 
Catherine Collins as well as stories from more than 100 families, the lake 
as it was at the beginning of the 20th century came to life for me, and its 
oral history began to take written form.  What began as a favor for a 
neighbor became a major interest in my life for more than ten years. 

July 23
JAMES AND MARIA BUTLER
Among the early pioneers, James and Maria Gallagher Butler arrived in 
the 1870s and settled in West Jacksonport. They had eleven children.  
The oldest, Thomas Butler and his wife Mary Gaeth Butler settled nearby 
on Junction Road, off County A, in Jacksonport.  In their presentation, 
three descendents of James and Maria will discuss what happened to 
those twenty-four children who spent all or part of their lives in 
Jacksonport and what their lives were like, as well as the experience of 
later generations who returned to the old home territory at different 
periods of the twentieth century.

THE JORNS FAMILY OF JORNS ROAD
Back in 1915 Edward and Martha Jorns bought an 80 acre piece of 
land from his brother August Jorns. This was a farmable 80 that 
was nestled between Hwy 57 and Cave Point Drive. This land 
would turn out to produce livestock, crops, and children for the 
next 90 plus years. Edward and Martha would establish a 
productive well drilling business that is still running today, and to 
yield a family that appreciates the piece and tranquility of an 
evening after a hard day's work. This is the Edward Jorns family.
 
It's not hard to see that the values and traditions of days gone by 
are still evident within new generations of Jorns'. All one has to do 
is drive down Jorns Road in Jacksonport to see the fields cleared 
by Edward being cultivated and flourishing, horses and cattle still 
roam the pastures, and the occasional sound of a chain saw can be 
heard because his grand, and great grand children still are logging 
the timber. There have been 4 generations of Jorns' living on Jorns 
road throughout the years, and we strive to maintain the land to 
be as pristine and wonderful as it was when great grandpa Edward 
bought it from his brother that day in May 1915.  Jeanne (Bieri)

CHARLES AND CORA HONOLD
Born in Württemberg, Germany in 1867, Charles Honold had a 
dream to come to the states.  So, in 1891, when he was 24 years 
old, Charles left his home and family in Germany to start a new life 
in America.  Upon reaching the United States, Charles traveled west 
and settled in Piper City, IL and was employed as a farmhand.  His 
life in Illinois changed when he met the love of his life, Cora 
Movern.  They were married in 1895, had their first child, Laura, and 
traveled north.  They came to settle in Baileys Harbor in 1898 and 
together raised 14 children on 440 acres of prime farmland; 180 
acres being in the township of Jacksonport.  Charles and Cora 
Honold's grandson Mitch Honold and his wife Dawn will give us an 
insight in the life of this well known family in Jacksonport.
